PENTECOST or SHAVUOT

(You can read about it in Deuteronomy 16:10 and Acts 2:1-4)

At Pentecost, we remember three things:

1. The Ten Commandments – when the people of Israel had left Egypt and stopped on their way to the Promised Land at Mount Sinai where Yahweh gave them the Ten Commandments.
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“And the Yahweh said unto Moses, Come up to me into the mount, and be there: and I will give thee tables of stone, and a law, and commandments which I have written; that thou mayest teach them.”  Exodus 24:12

2. The First Fruits – the offering from the first harvest of fruits, vegetables, and grain obtained by the people of Israel in the Promised Land.
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“Speak unto the children of Israel, and say unto them, When ye be come into the land which I give unto you, and shall reap the harvest thereof, then ye shall bring a sheaf of the firstfruits…”  Leviticus 23:10

3. The Holy Spirit – when Yahshua’s disciples received the Holy Spirit and were anointed with the joy of spiritual revival.
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Acts 2:1-4

1And when the day of Pentecost was fully come, they were all with one accord in one place. 

 2And suddenly there came a sound from heaven as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled all the house where they were sitting. 

 3And there appeared unto them cloven tongues like as of fire, and it sat upon each of them. 

 4And they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance. 

Yahweh likes it when we remember.  

He said to count the days and the seasons and celebrate at the appointed times as a way to thank him for all that He gives us.  

For Pentecost, every family was to count 50 days from the weekly Shabbat after Passover and bring Yahweh the first fruit of the year.  This would be a way to thank Yahweh for being free to live in a land where we can reap our own harvest.

We keep his commandment, make the necessary preparations and count towards Pentecost to celebrate as Yahweh’s people have always done.

The following activities will help to make Pentecost something you will always want to remember.

I. When Is Pentecost?  Can You Help Me Count to Pentecost?

Use calendar worksheet gameboard.  One gameboard for every four to six children.  Everyone picks a game piece and takes turn throwing a dice and moving the number of spaces on the dice.  The one to get to Shavuot first wins the Pentecost Award.  The others get a consolation prize.

(The teacher provides game pieces from the typical Monopoly game or other small objects that can be moved by each student along the board.)

II. Back to the Past: The First Pentecost

Yahweh gave the people of Israel the Ten Commandments on two tablets of stone.  Can you write the same commandments with your finger, like Yahweh did, on two tablets of paper.

III. My First Fruit

Plant a bean seed in a small Styrofoam cup and watch it grow.  When they are all sprouted bring them to the temple as your offering to Yahweh.

(Teacher will provide the cups, dirt, seeds and instructions).
