Yahweh’s Feast
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Unleavened Bread 

The feast of unleavened bread is the second celebration ordered by Yahweh. It begins on the 15th day of the first biblical month of the year and lasts for seven days.  In this feast, we celebrate that Yahweh set his people free from Egypt and from sin.  

It is the time to remember that Yahweh took his people out of Egypt.  They were slaves building the pyramids.  They cried unto Yahweh and he heard them and set them free.

In this study we will learn:

· Why we celebrate the Feast of Unleavened Bread

· Why we remove all leavening from our homes for one week every year

· How unleavened bread and sin are similar

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The King called Moses one night and asked him to take the people of Israel out of Egypt that very same day.  They had to leave in a hurry.  There was no time to worry about what they were leaving behind or even to add yeast to their bread dough and wait for it to rise.  

So, they grabbed everything they could and left Egypt.  They would always remember how they had to leave so quickly that they didn’t even have time to leaven their bread and had to have flat bread like pancakes or matzo.  This was a lesson that Yahweh wanted to teach them.  He wanted them to remember how happy they felt when they left Egypt singing, dancing and giving thanks to Yahweh.  They were finally free!  (You can read the story in Exodus 12:30, 31 and 34).
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Yahweh told them to remember this time and to teach their children and their children’s children for all generations to come. (You can read about it in Leviticus 23:6 and Exodus 12:15).  Yahweh told them that this celebration should be remembered as “The Feast of Unleavened Bread”.  He told then that they were to remove all leavening from their house every year before starting the celebration.  This was a symbol of being set free from slavery. 
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Leavening
In the time of Yahshua and his disciples, they taught that leavening (yeast) is also a symbol of sin (Mathew 16:6, 11, 12). The bible says that sin is the breaking of the law.  That’s the same as doing bad things like cursing, stealing, lying, killing, and being disrespectful.  These things must be removed from our life just as we are to remove leavening for the week we celebrate the “Feast of Unleavened Bread”. 

Yahweh gave instructions for all to follow as written in Leviticus 23: 6-8.  We are to celebrate the Feast of Unleavened Bread for seven days starting on the 15th day of the first month of the biblical year.  The first and the last days are to be observed as holy convocations.  Therefore, everyone must meet in one place and celebrate as we do on the Sabbath days (Exodus 12:16).  During the week of Unleavened Bread, no leavening must be found in our homes or our bodies.  We can’t have crackers, cookies, cake, doughnuts, and regular bread.  This is to be a symbol that we are separating ourselves from sin and becoming a more holy people.  We are not only celebrating the rushed departure of Israel from Egypt and their liberation from slavery but also our victory over sin and the removal of sin from our lives.
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The Matzo (or bread without yeast) is to remind us of Yahshua. Bread without yeast (without sin) should remind us that Yahshua was without sin. This feast is about sanctification. Yahshua was a saint.  Yahshua spoke about yeast as a form of sin. (Matthew 16:6, 11-12).  Yeast is used because a small portion can leaven a large amount of dough (Galatians 5:9). This is very similar to a very small sin spreading and growing in our minds and changing our attitudes 

(1 Cor. 4:118-19, 5:2, Col. 2:18).   In sum, as the yeast represents sin, the bread without yeast represents Yahshua's body, without sin. 


If we keep this celebration and think about what it means, then Yahweh will be happy with us and we will be able to celebrate our freedom just like the people of Israel did a long time ago.  

Then, we’ll understand what was written in 1 Corinthians 5:7

 
“Clean as the old leaven, that ye may be new dough, as you are without yeast, because our Passover, which is Yahshua was sacrificed for us” 

Isn’t it great to be free?  When we are free we feel like dancing.  Then, we can really have a feast with music, danzas, great food and lots of joy.  This is the blessing that Yahweh always intended.  We know that He likes to see his people rejoice in his presence.
